Dates for the submission of declarations 
for the remaining regions of the country
The Communication and Public Relations Department of Ktimatolgio S.A. issued the following press release: 
The decision of the Minister of Environment, Ms T. Birbili, with which all remaining regions of the State are declared under cadastral survey, does not raise any obligations to citizens who have real estate property in these regions for the time being. 
The declaration under cadastral survey is the first stage of the procedure and is a prerequisite for the procurement of the tender that will award the cadastral survey contracts.  The cadastral survey studies will be developed gradually according to the planning laid out for the entire State. Respectively, the time and method to be followed for the submission of declarations by citizens will be announced per region. To better inform citizens a relevant campaign will precede in the media. 
Obligations for professionals 
In the regions that were declared under cadastral survey and until the declarations’ submission period begins in each region, all transactions continue to be performed according to what was valid up to now; there is no change that affects the way contracts have been drawn. Consequently, no additional obligations are raised for notaries, engineers, lawyers and land registrars.
